Supporting research based learning through technology

The TELRI Project funded under phase 3 of the TLTP is a three-year project that started in October 1998. In year one, the team developed a sound educational framework for course design and assessment approaches aimed at enhancing a research-based approach to learning. Technologies were identified that could provide students with effective learning support opportunities throughout their assignments.

Year two saw implementation of pilot approaches at partner institutions Warwick and Oxford and later Southampton, Durham and Birmingham. The support given takes into consideration the motivators and barriers faced by lecturers as well as those faced by the departments or institutions as a whole in terms of teaching development and IT facilities available. 

The project has made available on the TELRI web site (www.telri.ac.uk) the course design guidelines together with a number of case studies from the implementation work that map the generic framework to specific examples in courses spanning a range of subject disciplines. In this final year, the team is concentrating on further implementation of both educational and technological approaches for lecturers in other institutions who have expressed interest in using the TELRI approaches.
