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The session will explore ways in which projects and institutions can more successfully embed innovation into learning and teaching practices. The findings of a study funded by the LTSN Generic Centre http://www.telri.ac.uk/Transfer/ltsngc/ltsngc.htm will be used as a basis for discussion of effective approaches to research and project development. The study reviewed and analysed success factors across a number of generic national educational development projects in embedding innovative e-learning practices at institutional level. As well as the findings, the session will present the methodology, which involved a range of stakeholders in a consultation process.

The session will be interactive. Participants will identify and discuss aspects of provision, practice and procedures at institutional, national and funding programme levels to support the embedding of new practices. The session will offer an opportunity for some freethinking, reflection on the key findings of the review of national projects and identification of possible future needs and approaches in relation to evaluation practices at the project and programme levels.
